Nachos de Jalapeino

Ingredients

1 bag SANTITAS® Yellow Corn Tortilla Chips
1 1/2 cups Refried black beans

1 cup Queso Quesadilla, shredded

1 cup Queso Asadero, shredded

1 cup Jalapeio Salsa

How to make it

Preheat oven to 375 degrees

Arrange half of the Santitas chips on an oven
proof platter or baking sheet.

Top evenly with half of the beans, half of the
jalapenios and half of the 2 cheeses and then
drizzle with half of the salsa then repeat with
another layer of chips, beans, jalapefios,
cheese and salsa and place in the oven for
about 10 minutes until the cheese is melted.
